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UNICE Input to ECCP Working Group 

on How to Include JI & CDM Credits

Draft Recommendations of the ECCP Working Group on JI and the CDM
1. The EU approach to and implementation of JI and CDM project mechanisms must be consistent with international rules and modalities that have been agreed, especially by UNFCCC at Kyoto, Bonn and Marrakech, as part of meeting the Community’s international commitments, and to ensure that the Kyoto Protocol is not undermined by erecting barriers. 

2. There is an urgent need to develop capacity for selecting and approving JI and CDM projects in both investor and host countries, so both uncertainties and transaction costs will be reduced, and momentum can be built in encouraging projects that will contribute to reducing greenhouse gas emissions in the host countries.

3. Member State programmes for developing JI and CDM project opportunities will, by definition, need to take into account existing EU legislation and rules.

4. It is necessary and desirable to link credits from JI and CDM projects to the EU emissions trading regime as soon as modalities are agreed by Parties to the Kyoto Protocol, both to meet commitments to other Parties that the EU has made in UNFCCC negotiations, and to encourage sustainable development in the host countries whilst reducing global greenhouse gas emissions through sound projects.

5. There is an important opportunity for the EU to start early JI projects with Accession Countries, to help them meet Community environmental standards, at the same time as meeting UNFCCC greenhouse gas emission commitments.
